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BACKGROUND

This report requests that financing from the Capital Reserve Fund be approved for the
following projects:

1. Barnet Marine Park Access Bridges $600,000 (estimated)
(DPW.0483)
This project is for the preliminary design of access bridges into Barnet Beach,
which requires multiple accessible entry routes connecting into the park over the
CN rail tracks.
2. Confederation Park Artificial Turf Field $350,000 (estimated)
({DPW.0442)
This project is for conversion of a rock dust field into an artificial turf field, as well
as supporting infrastructure work that will provide a useable play surface year-
round.
3. Ron McLean Park Field Improvements $150,000 (estimated)
(DPW.0463)
This project is for re-grading the playing field, fencing replacement, and improving
playing conditions for sports user groups and the public.
These expenditures will be included in the 2021-2025 Provisional Financial Plan and
sufficient Capital Reserve Funds are available to finance the capital projects outlined in
this report.
